Believers/Evangelistic Vs Non-believers

Out of 2.7B Christians, 1.4B RC, 1B Evangelical, 0.3 Eastern Orthodox.

If every Christian evangelize, the ratio is 5.3/2.7 or 1:2 Believer to non-
believers.

1B Evangelicals, 20% or 200M Evangelistic. If all evangelical Christians
evangelize, the ration is 1:5.3. Unfortunately, only 20% of evangelicals
are evangelistic, the ration is now ballooned to 1:29, which is beyond

control.

One particular denomination did a survey on its leadership ministries. The results are
as follows:
X 63% of the leadership in this denomination, including deacons and elders, have not led
one stranger to Jesus in the last two years through the method of “Go Ye” evangelism.
X 49% of the leadership ministries spend zero time in an average week ministering outside
of the church.
X 89% of the leadership ministries have zero time reserved on their list of weekly priorities
for going out to evangelize.
v' 99% of the leadership ministries believe that every Christian, including leadership, has
been commanded to preach the gospel to a lost world.
v' 97% believe that if the leadership had a greater conviction and involvement in
evangelism, that it would be an example for the church to follow.
v' 96% of the leadership believe their churches would have grown faster if they would
have been more involved in evangelism.
Because of this, our results in evangelism have been mediocre, at best.

E]'he Lord has provided enough labourers for his harvest, but churches ignore the
arvest.

Why are the Labourers’ dormant? 2B of them? They are ignorant or willfully ignore that
they had been sent and commissioned (GC) by the Lord 2000 years ago.

While .2B Evangelistic Christians Harvest, they did not see the need to engage the 80%.
Why Churches do not ENGAGE the Lord’s Labourers, thereby ignoring the Harvests?

- Church leaders themselves are lethargic on Evangelism.

- Evangelism is not a pre-requisite for employing pastors.

- Neither Bible Colleges require evangelistic professors/lecturers to teach.

- Churches detach Discipleship from Evangelism as separate entities.

- Churches consider the GC mainly as foreign missions.

- Churches focus on ministering the sheep than rescue the perishing souls.

- Bible Colleges train pastors, teachers, leaders, but not Evangelists.

- Churches are afraid of intruding to members’ Evangelism-privacy.
